Munich, Germany, April 23, 2007 -- Caterpillar will exhibit members of its family of Tier 2/Stage II, and Tier 3/Stage IIIA compliant diesel engines with ACERT™ Technology intended for the industrial and off-highway markets in Booth #A4 117/312 at Bauma 2007, Munich, Germany.  

Introduced at Bauma 2004, Caterpillar’s line of emission compliant diesel engines for industrial and off-highway applications has grown to include 12 models, covering the range from 62 bkW to 2,700 bkW.

Tier 3/Stage IIIA compliant engines with ACERT Technology: 

· C4.4 rated from 62 – 106 bkW (83 to 142 bhp) at 2200 rpm; 

· C6.6 rated from 69 – 206 bkW (119 to 275 bhp) at 1800-2500 rpm; 

· C7 rated from 168 – 224 bkW (225 to 300 bhp) at 1800-2200 rpm; 

· C9 rated from 205 - 280 bkW (275 to 375 bhp) at 1800-2200 rpm; 

· C11 rated from 242 – 336 bkW (325 to 450 bhp) at 1800-2100 rpm; 

· C13 rated from 287 – 338 bkW (385 to 520 bhp) at 1800-2100 rpm;

Caterpillar ACERT Technology concepts revolve around precise control of the combustion cycle accomplished via a systems approach to air management, electronics, fuel systems and combustion systems. The primary driving force behind ACERT Technology is the requirement to meet Tier 3/Stage IIIA in the U.S. and Europe and new and increasingly stringent emission standards in other areas of the world.  

But equally important during the ACERT Technology development process has been Cat's internal mandate to achieve this goal with no sacrifice in engine reliability or durability while delivering improved operating economy and reduced lifecycle cost. To date, more than 15,000 Caterpillar engines equipped with ACERT Technology have been sold by Caterpillar's Industrial Power Systems, and are now in use in industrial applications and on off-road machines around the world.

Caterpillar’s announcement of a 2-year warranty on a global basis for its Tier 2 and Tier 3/Stage IIIA compliant industrial diesel engines with ACERT Technology provides ample evidence of just how successful that effort has been.  Under the terms of the new warranty, industrial engines with ACERT Technology are covered for 24 months or 3,000 hours, whichever comes first, and for unlimited hours for the first 12 months.  A third year of warranty covers five major components:  cylinder block casting, cylinder head casting, crankshaft (excluding bearings), camshaft and connecting rods.
